To Control Fleas (Adults and Larvag) and Ticks, including Ticks which may carry Lyme Disease (Adults and Larvae): Spot spray treatment of infested
areas, pet beds, resting quarters, nearby cracks and crevices, along and behind baseboards, moldings, window and door frames, and for localized
treatment of floors and floor coverings. Place fresh bedding in animal quarters following treatment. Repeat treatment every 2 weeks or 14 days as
needed.
