During
drought periods, application may be sus-
pended, then resumed upon next occur-
rence of needle wetness.

Make additional applications at 7 to
14 day intervals as long as disease favor-
able conditions persist.

Autoecious Needle Rust
(Weir's Cushion Rust)
(Spruces)

Begin applications in nursery beds when
10% of buds have broken and repeat twice
thereafter at 7-10 day intervals.
