Tunneling in soil: Apply as a soil drench or inject the dilution or
foam in the soil at intervals of 8 to 12 inches. Use 1 gallon of
dilution per 8 square feet. Establish a uniform vertical barrier at the
edge of walls, driveways or other hard surfaces where ants are
tunneling beneath the surfaces.

Swarming or reproductive stages: Apply dilution to the swarm
or area on which the termites collect. Make applications to
attics, crawl spaces, unfinished basements or man-made
voids with a coarse fan spray to control exposed reproductive
forms of termites.

Above-ground termites inside trees, utility poles, fencing and
decking materials and similar structural members: Drill to find
the infested cavity and inject dilution or foam using an
appropriate tool with a splashback guard.

Termite carton nests: Inject dilution or foam into building
voids or tree cavities using a pointed injection tool. Several
injection points to varying depths may be needed. For best
results, remove carton nest material when possible.
Protecting firewood from termites: Treat soil beneath firewood
before stacking at 1 gallon of dilution per 8 square feet.
