Defense Zone I - Head, Neck & Chest:
• Top of forehead and under the forelock
• Poll area
• Side of head at 

mid jaw line
• Side of neck
• Chest area

Defense Zone II - Body:
• Withers
• Upper hip
• Side of hip
• Lower side of horse

Defense Zone III - Legs:
• On the back of both front legs beginning at knee
• On the back of both hind legs beginning at hock
